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To enable students to use grammar effectively in real communication, it is
essential to set up language activities with clear purposes, contexts, and situations.
As a specific example, let's consider teaching auxiliary verbs through roleplay.
Imagine a scene where a Japanese student talks about school life with a newly
arrived exchange student at a Japanese high school. When the exchange student
asks what they must or should do at school, using auxiliary verbs the Japanese
student might say, "You must wear a school uniform every day and you should be at
school before 8:30." During this exchange, considering that they are meeting for the
first time, it's important to use polite expressions like "Could you tell me about your
school?" The exchange student could also talk about their own school rules and daily
life and say "We don't have to clean the school," or "We can drive to school." Through
such interactions, students come to learn that auxiliary verbs are more than just
textbooks, but also tools to be used for effective communication, while also tailoring
their message according to their audience. Through this activity, I would be able to
create a more meaningful and effective learning experience for students. [ F 520]
